Many, if not most, ACUI members are first introduced to the Association through regional events and 

regional leadership opportunities. Additionally, peer communication about the value of ACUI 

membership is always stronger than communication from Central Office staff. For these two reasons,

volunteer can make a difference through the following activities: 

 

 Request a nonmember list of institutions from ACUI. This list can be as simple as the institution 
name or it can include detailed information about any past ACUI membership dates and 
available contact information. 

 Help update contact information. Using the nonmember list, call the institution to verify and 
ǳǇŘŀǘŜ ŎƻƴǘŀŎǘ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴΦ LŦ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ ever aware an individual has left an institution, let us know 
so records remain current.  

 Call active members and ask them how things are going. Is there something we could be doing 
or doing better? What needs can the region help fill? Is everyone on the roster taking advantage 
of member benefits? Just opening the door for conversation is beneficial.  Relay information 
obtained to Central Office. 

 Plan a nonmember/member event at your conference. Invite members and nonmembers to 
your regional conference for an informal reception. Or, create bonding experiences through a 
brown bag lunch or a community service project.   

 Talk with your colleagues in other departments about who the appropriate college union and 
student activities professionals are. Follow up with those individuals personally. Often this 
creates value not only for participation in ACUI, but also can foster collaborative efforts for the 
individuals on that campus. 

 Ask each Regional Leadership Team member to bring one nonmember to the next conference 
or Regional Leadership Team meeting for a meet-and-greet. This is a great opportunity to get 
new people involved and see the Association at work, showcasing the value of membership.  

 Offer new member discounts on your regional conference, drive-in workshops, and webinars. 
Also, publicize the fact that savings from nonmember regional conference registration often is 
greater than the cost of membership. 

 Utilize your state, regional, and athletic conference events. Bring membership packets and 
information, hold an ACUI dinner, or even invite ACUI regional or international leadership to 
hear suggestions and concerns from nonmembers and members.  

 Target your communications. Sometimes the individual who would be the logical institutional 
representative, is not your best starting point. For example, you might be better off talking with 



the billiards club or purchasing office about the ways they can benefit from ACUI membership 
through the 9-Ball Championship and ACUI Procure.  

 Visit one or more nonmember schools in your area inviting them to join ACUI. LŦ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ ƎƻƛƴƎ 
to be at a nonmember campus for a meeting or conference, set up an appointment to talk to 
the student activities or college union director. If a nonmember is down the street, stop by and 
introduce yourself. 

 Recognize your current members. If a nearby campus has just completed a renovation project 
or won an award, send the staff a congratulatory note on behalf of the region. If you hear 
someone has been promoted, do the same and make sure you have the contact information for 
ǘƘŜ ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ǊŜǇƭŀŎŜƳŜƴǘΦ 

 Provide information about ACUI resources and programs. If you know a member or 
nonmember campus is considering a renovation project, let staff know about the upcoming 
Renovation and Construction Seminar and ACUI books on the topic. Publicize the scholarships 
you offer for I-LEAD®. Alert regional institutions about the activities planned at the annual 
conference.  

 Follow the rules. ¢ƘŜ ŦŜŘŜǊŀƭ ƎƻǾŜǊƴƳŜƴǘ Ƙŀǎ ǊŜǎǘǊƛŎǘŜŘ ŀǎǎƻŎƛŀǘƛƻƴǎΩ ŀōƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ Ŝ-mail and fax 
nonmembers without their permission. For this reason, please stick to postal mail or telephone 
unless you have a professional relationship with nonmember colleagues.  

 
How the Central Office can help: 

 Send informational membership packets to prospective members or to regional membership 
coordinators for distribution 

 Send welcome packets to new members 

 Disseminate e-mails 

 Provide current nonmember lists 

 Provide historical data on previous members (back to 1995) 

 Create invoices for interested prospective members 

 Work with prospective member on dues proration 

 Provide current full-time equivalent enrollment data 

 Offer detailed information about federal restrictions on faxing and e-mailing nonmembers 

 Conduct follow-up calls to prospective members 

 Conference call and online document-sharing resources 

 Bimonthly orientation program webinars
